e Tire them out first — especially
for energetic pets!

e Take indirect facial shots (or
avoid a flash) to avoid the
“zombie” look

e Be aware of lighting — light in
front of the camera can create
a glare, light from behind the
camera can create a shadow of
the photographer. Shots taken
on overcast days and in even
(but bright) shade are the best.

e Shoot from their level —for a
more intimate picture.

e Don’t get angry — your pet
won't enjoy the experience and
you won't get a good picture.

e Take lots of pictures! Unlike
people, pets usually can't hold
a cute pose while you focus the
lens and adjust the lighting.
Taking many pictures increases
your chances of one great
picture.

What is Friends of the Shelter?

Friends of the Shelter (FOS), a Los Alamos humane
organization, is improving the quality of life for
unwanted pets and finding homes for homeless
animals. Their goal is to have no homeless pets in
the county by 2012. In order to reach this goal, they
are working closely with the county-run animal
shelter, with local veterinarians, and with other
humane societies.

The program has four major components:

1. shelter program - volunteers visit the shelter
three days a week to exercise, groom, and
socialize the animals to make them more
adoptable;

2. active adoption program - animals are placed
into good homes;

3. health program - FOS pays for medical
expenses or spay/neuter operations for animals
that might not otherwise be adopted; and

4. education program - to promote responsible pet
ownership, including the benefits and
importance of spaying/neutering pets.
